Prerequisites

Overview

Cloud connectors provide an in-the-cloud integration service between as-a-service offerings. The Linxter - Amazon SQS connector provides such a service, connecting the Linxter cloud messaging platform and Amazon’s Simple Queue Service. With this cloud integration, developers who work with SQS can quickly and easily take advantage of the many communication plumbing features Linxter offers. For developers who work with Linxter, they can easily integrate with solutions already using SQS.
Using this test client, developers who have worked with SQS before will appreciate that the SQS requests and parameters used by this cloud service are unchanged, and that they can become immediately productive. For developers who are new to SQS, the sample app creates the format of each SQS operation for them, allowing them to begin using SQS with almost no training.

In the Test Client, the Command drop-down allows you to select any of the supported Amazon SQS request operations (see below). In the Message Body section of the Test Client, the standard SQS XML message is displayed for that command. You can manipulate the values within that message body as needed. Whenever you send an SQS request operation, you will receive a response with a Request ID which matches the message ID of the message sent. The response either provides the data requested or lets you know that the request operation was completed.

Setup
The Linxter ISB Program Registration process consists of 5 steps and is fully documented on http://linxterdeveloper.com
Amazon SQS Cloud Connector Test Client Program Registration
1. Name – Give the program a name and a description. 

a. If you are using a free Linxter Trial account, select “My Sample Program I” from the list of available programs.
2. Instances

a. Whether you select “Unlimited Instances of Program” or “Limit Instances of Program” is up to you and based on your account type.
b. Select the option “All instances of this program will be automatically activated and managed by a specific Web Manager Account”, and click the "(use your own)" option.

3. Messages – 
a. Set Message Life to as long or as short as you want, based on your account type and the load of messages you plan to test.
b. Select the Fixed Interval option for both sending and receiving and enter 1 second for each of them.

4. Channels

a. For “Creating Requests On Instance Activation:  Automatically create a Channel Request for all instances of this program to these program instances (enter Instance ID)” enter the Program Instance ID of the Amazon SQS Cloud Connector service: b640c9f4-47af-44db-a667-039ebae93e75
5. Confirmation – Click the Finish button
Coding/Building

a) Using the Amazon SQS Cloud Connector Test Client solution file provided, integrate Linxter by following the Wizard Integration Template  steps which is documented on http://linxterdeveloper.com/simple-api-integration/wizard 

b) In the app.config  file of the solution, add the following:

a. Linxter Activity ID
b. Amazon Access Key ID

c. Amazon Secret Access Key
